City of Shavano Park is a small city of about 3,500 located in northwest Bexar County at the
edge of the Texas Hill Country, approximately twelve miles north of downtown San Antonio,
and along the Olmos and Salado Creeks. Shavano Park and the rest of south-central Texas
are visited annually by the migrating Monarch butterflies and home to many native wildflowers
that support the species. City of Shavano Park pledges to continue education efforts that
emphasize the importance of Monarch butterflies to the region's habitat and encourage the
planting of native wildflowers that support Monarch butterflies by residents and businesses
owners of the City.
