Launch or maintain a
public communication effort to encourage residents to plant monarch gardens at their homes
or in their neighborhoods. 3. Engage with community garden groups and urge them to plant
native milkweeds and nectar-producing plants. 4. Engage with city parks and recreation,
public works, sustainability, and other relevant staff to identify opportunities to revise and
maintain mowing programs and milkweed / native nectar plant planting programs. 5. Create a
community art project to enhance and promote monarch and pollinator conservation as well
as cultural awareness and recognition. 6. Display educational signage at monarch gardens
and pollinator habitat.
